In their first year (two semesters) at UIC, the students will take eight courses, including six undergraduate courses (three courses per semester) and two graduate courses (one course per semester). Following are the courses that will be offered (individual courses may be subject to change):
Six undergraduate courses
· PPOL 210 Introduction to Policy Process
· Course description: It covers public policy and the policymaking process, engaging students in critical thinking about current policies and how they are made.
· Credit hours: 3
· PPOL 230 Nonprofit Organizations in US Society
· Course description: It provides a basic introduction to the U.S. nonprofit sector and examines the social, political, and economic impact of these organizations in American society.
· Credit hours: 3
· PPOL 303 Bureaucracy and Public Policy
· Course description: It covers personnel management, organizing, budgeting, finance, leadership, motivation, economic development, accountability, ethics, legal and constitutional foundations.
· Credit hours: 3
· PPOL 305 Managing Government Partnerships
· Course description: It covers intergovernmental finance, interjurisdictional competition, intergovernmental cooperation, intergovernmental cooperative agreements, and contractual and informal relations with non-profit organizations and governmental actors.
· Credit hours: 3
· PPOL 307 Policy Analysis and Alternatives

· Course description: It covers the four stages of policy development, relevant models of public policy-making, competing viewpoints on contemporary political and social issues, and relationships among public policy, analysis, economics, and the U.S. political system.

· PPOL 309 Public Budgeting and Financial Management
· Course description: It covers government budgeting, financial, management and the reciprocal relationship between government and the economy.
· Credit hours: 3
Two graduate courses
· PA 402 Principles of Data Analysis
· Course description: It covers topics and methods of analyzing information relevant to the administration and management of public and non-profit programs and organizations, including causation, univariate statistics, significance testing, correlation, regression, and an introduction to research and experimental design, and surveys.

· PA 403 Economics for Management Policy
· Course description: It covers basic economic tools and methods relevant to public administration and current policy: opportunity cost, supply and demand, rational choice, production costs, competition versus monopoly, and economic efficiency versus equity, market failure, public goods, and externalities.
